Democratic Services will organise the meetings of the Working Group. Headline
notes/actions will be captured by the Interim Programme Director.

The Chief Executive will advise the Working Group with input from the Interim Programme
Director, Chief Finance Officer, Director of Governance and other officers as required.

Background and rationale

The Council has agreed that the majority of services currently provided by Publica on behalf
of the Council will be returned to Council. This is a large and important project for the
Council.

An Interim Programme Director has been appointed to oversee the transition including the
production of a detailed transition plan.

The Working Group will receive updates on the transition programme, as part of the wider
governance arrangements and member engagement process the Chief Executive and Leader
of the Council are keen to ensure takes place.
